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Preface

CITES, the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora, came
into force in 1975, It has been established as an inter governmental agreement to regulate interna-
tional trade in wild fauna and flora with an intention to ensure that such trade does not pose a threat
to the species survival in the wild.

The effectiveness of the Convention lies in proper implementation of its provisions by the Parties to
the Convention. The proper implementation in turn is dependent on the existence of implementa-
tion machinery, legislative support as well as availability of adequate reference /identification mate-
rial to aid the implementation process,

This manual has been compiled to assist the enforcement staff in implementing the provision of
CITES, which in India is enforced through the Export and Import (EXIM) Palicy of the government
under the legal umbrella of the Customs Act, 1962,

Since this manual has been prepared specially keeping in mind the requirement of the enforcement
staff, the first step in its preparation involved interaction with the members of the enforcement agen-
cies namely the Customs and the Wildlife Preservation departments. An attempt was made to un-
derstand the problems that they often face in enforcing the CITES provisions and to address the
same in the manual.

Besides the enforcement staff, few traders who dealt in medicinal plants were also contacted, in
order to understand their point of view in the matter, The traders’ main grievance was that the legal
and the procedural requirements with regard to the trade in medicinal plants were unclear,

It was with a view to address above mentioned problems that a chapter on the essential documents
to check for CITES listed medicinal plants with regard to their export, import and re-export has been
included. Further, information on the “form in which international trade in medicinal plants is per-
mitted”, has also been included.

A major problem often faced by the enforcement staff is the lack of identification material to identify
the medicinal plants and its derivatives in the trade.

Accordingly, each species in the manual has been dealt in detail regarding its botanical, common,
vernacular and trade name, As for the distribution of a species, general distribution in India only is
given. An effort has been made to provide illustration of the medicinal plant together with the pho-
tograph of the raw drug form it is traded in (except in respect of those species where the raw drug
form is unrecognizable e.g., Aloe spp. which is mostly traded as an extract). Although an effort has
been made to provide as detailed and “easy to understand’ guidance on how to identify the species,
it is advisable to refer to scientific authorities when in doubt, For this purpose addresses have also
been provided of the scientific authorities for CITES implementation in the country.



During the course of the preparation of this manual, it was noticed that :

®  The regulatory requirements of government of India for export of medicinal plants are much
more detailed in comparison to the import controls.

®  Unlike the Negative List of Export for plants prohibiting export of specified plants collected
from the wild and in raw form and includes all CITES listed plants from India except Aloe spp.,
there is no corresponding negative list of import of plants into the country.

®  Although, the export is allowed only through specified ports, the import of medicinal plants
and their derivatives does not seem specifically subject to any such requirement.

® Public Institutional infrastructure in India for scientific identification and testing of the medici-
nal plants including crude herbal drugs and their derivatives, extracts and formulations calls
for strengthening.

It is hoped that this manual will help address some of the problems faced by the enforcement agen-
cies in the proper implementation of the provisions of CITES, besides drawing attention to the short-
comings in the present framework of legislation, with regard to the conservation of the medicinal
plants in the country.

During the course of research and preparation of the Manual we received advise, guidance and help
from several quarters. We are heartily thankful to Mr. Manoj Misra, Director, TRAFFIC India, for his
regular advise and reviews of the manual. We are also thankful to Ms. Teresa Mulliken, TRAFFIC

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|. CONVENTION ON INTERNATIONAL TRADE
IN ENDANGERED SPECIES OF WILD FAUNA

AND FLORA

INTRODUCTION

The Convention on International Trade in
Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora
(CITES), is an international inter governmental
convention which came into force on July 1,1975.
India joined CITES about one year later and
became the 25™ Party to the Convention with
effect from 18 October 1976, Today 155 countries
are Parties to the Convention, making it one of
the largest wildlife conservation agreements.
These countries act by regulating commercial
international trade in an agreed list of
endangered species, and by monitoring trade in
others that might become endangered. It seeks
to ensute that international trade does not pose
a threal to the survival of the species in the wild.

It operates by means of a permit system. The
Convention regulates the international trade in
specimens of the species included in any of the
Appendices of the Convention. It lays down
conditions that must be satisfied before a permit
is granted, Each Party is requined to establish one
or more Management and Scientific Authorities,
which between them are responsible for ensuring
that the stipulated conditions have been maot,
before a permit for international trade, is granted.

AFPENDICES OF CITES

The Convention obligates Parties to institute
specific controls on species listed in its

Appendices. Appendices 1, Il and 111 of the
Convention list species in decreasing order of
threat, respectively.

Appendix 1 Itlists species “threatened with
extinction, which are or may be
affected by trade”,

Appendix Il Tt lists species “which although
not necessarily now threatened
with extinction, but may
become so unless trade in
specimens of such species is
subject to strict regulation in
order to avoid utilisation
incompatible  with  their
survival”,

Appendix 111 Iincludes all species which any
Party identifies as being subject
to  regulation within its
jurisdiction for the purpose of
preventing or restricting
exploitation and as needing the
cooperation of other Parties in
the control of trade.

any other country requires the
presentation of a Certificate of
Origin, asa proof that it does not
originate from the country that
has listed it.

Artificially propagated plants specimens
belonging to species listed in Appendices [Tand
11 do not require Export Permit, instead, what
the Convention requires is that the Country of
export must issue a certificate, stating that it has
been satisfied that the specimens have been
artificially propagated.

Trade in spicimens of species listed in Appendix
I is most restrictive while for those in the
Appendix [II is least restrictive. There is an
atternpt to match the restrictions on the trade to
the degree of danger a species faces. The aim is
to ensure that the international trade in wild
animals and plants and their parts and products
is not detrimental to the survival of the species.
There are specified sets of conditions to be met
with, for legal trade (o take place. The trade can
be by way of export, re-exporl, import or
introduction from sea of live or dead animals and
plants and of parts and derivatives there of. The
Convention also allows Parties to adopt, if they
so wish, stricter measures for the export and
import of listed species, as India has done
specifically in case of export of medicinal plants
from the country,
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1. IMPLEMENTATION OF CITES IN INDIA

LEGAL FRAMEWORK

The legistative basis for the implementation of
CITES lies in the following Acts and Policies.

® The Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972

® Exportand Import Policy, Ministry of
Commerce, Government of India,

® The Customs Act, 1962
The Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972

The Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972, was
amended in 1986, whereby Chapler VA was
inserted into the Act. This chapter puts a
complete ban on the trade or commerce in
trophies, animal articles ete. derived from
scheduled species. An amendment of the Act in
1991, enlarged the definition of
“wildlife”[section 2(36)], to include not only
animals, bees, butterflies, crustacea, fish and
moths but also aquatic and land vegetation that
forms part of the habitat. The title of the Act was
also amended from “an Acl o provide for the
protection of wild amimals and birds” to “an Act to
provide for the protection of wild animals, birds and
plants”. As a resull of the amendment of 1991,
chapter lIA was added for the protection of
specified plants i.e those species listed under
Schedule VI of the Act. Schedule V1 of the Act
lists all the six plants of Indian origin presently
included in Appendix | of CITES. The Act
prohibits any person from cultivating or dealing
in any specified plants except under a licence
granted by the Chief Wildlife Warden of the
concerned State.

The Export-Import Policy

The Export-Import Policy is brought out under
the provision of the Foreign Trade (Development
& Regulation) Act, 1992, and it regulates the
export and import of all goods including wildlife.
The Export-lmport Palicy, relating to wild fauna
and flora is decided in consultation with the
Management Authority of CITES in India and
enforced through the Customs Act, 1962, The
Policy which is brought out periodically,
specifically lays down the conditions under
which exportand import of flora and fauna shall
take place.

The Customs Act, 1962

Violation of The Export -lmport policy in general
and CITES in particular, constitutes an offence
under the Customs Act, 1962. Section 3(2) of the
Export and Import (Control) Act, 1947, states that
all items (including wild fauna and flora) covered
in the Export and Import policy will be deemed
to be covered under Section 11 of the Customs
Act, 1962. Thus when CITES is being violated
the role of the Customs Department comes into
play mainly at the exit/entry points of the
country,

ENFORCEMENT

The enforcement of the provisions relating to
CITES is being carried out by the Custom officials
and the Regional Deputy Directors, Wildlife
Preservation, through the Customs Act, 1962, at
the point of Export/Impaort and the State Wildlife
Departments headed by the Chief Wildlife

Wardens under the Wildlife (Protection) Act,
1972, elsewhere.

All export of wild fauna and flora are permitted
only through the customs points at Mumbai,
Caleutta, Delhi, Chennai, Cochin, Amritsar and
Tuticorin. The two essential conditions
governing the export and import of wildlife and
its derivatives are:

1. Compliance with the requirement of
CITES.

2. Inspection of the consignments by the
Regional Deputy Director of Wildlife
Preservation at the Customs points,

The Chief Wildlife Wardens also issues licences
1o the dealers and manufacturers of wildlife
items. They also issue Legal Procurement
Certificate (LPC) to the exporters of wild fauna
and flora to establish the legality of the
consignment in question. With regard to
cultivated specimens of CITES listed species, a
Certificate of Cultivation is issued by the
Regional Deputy Director (Wildlife), or the Chief
Conservator of Forests or the Divisional Forest
Officer of the area from which the specimens
have originated. The Certificate is issued only if
the above authorities are satisfied that the
specimens have been cultivated. The Directorate
of Revenue Intelligence (DRI), the Central
Bureau of Investigation (CBI), the Police, the
Forest Departments of respective states also

provide assistance in controlling illegal trade in
wildlife.

EI CITES LISTED MEDICINAL FLANTS OF INDIA

CITES AUTHORITIES

CITES obligates its Parties (o establish specific
national authorities o administer the provisions
of the Convention. [taims at establishing a global
network of institutions that can co-operate
directly among themselves, unfettered by the
constraints of the normal diplomatic channels,

Under Art IX (1) of the Convention, each Party
is obliged to designate one or more management
authorities who are empowered to issue permits
and certificates, and national level scientific
authorities which monitors the CITES operation
in that country. India has notified the following
Management Authorities and Scientific
Authorities.

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|V, EXPORT AND IMPORT POLICY

The Export and Import Policy is brought out
under the provision of the Foreign Trade
(Development and Regulation) Act 1992.The
present Export Import Policy is applicable for
the period of 1% April 1997 1o 31* March 2002, it
however undergoes amendment from time o
time.

The general policy is that the export and import
is free unless it is regulated by the ITC(HS)
Classification of Export and Import items or any
provisions of the Export and Import policy or
any other law for the time being in force. The
Director General of Foreign Trade (DGFT) also
specifies through a Public Notice such terms
and conditions in which goods may be exported
or imported. Regulation of export or import is
done by “prohibiting” international trade by
inclusion in MNegative List of Exports or
MNegative List of Import or by declaring it a
“restricted” item.

Plants and plant portions, derivatives and
extracts of the cultivated varieties of the
above plant species (exluding Shno.

& Import of seeds for consumption or other purposes js permitted against a licence or in
accordance with a Public Notice in this behalf.

*  Import of seeds for sowing can be made by the Indian Council of Agricultural Research,
Agricultural Universities, Botanical and Horticulture Departments of other Universities
and State Governments, without a licence. Such impaort shall be subject to such conditions
as may be specified by the Ministry of Agriculture, Government of India from time to
time.
